What has more power, word or deed?

Jesus did not merely speak of God’s love. He showedthe
world the Father’s love on the cross. This was his glory.
This was the way he communicated God’s love to us. This
was the way he expectedus to follow.

There are two types of minmistry in the Church: a general
munistry all Christians are called to and a specifiec ministry
imndividualmembers withinthe Church are called to. The
general mmstryis to serve the world. The specific
munistryis to serve the members of the Church in the name
and person of Jesus. Thesespecificor "sacred” nunisters
who servethe Church (bishops, priests, and deacons) are
called "cleries. " All other Church members are called
"laaty.”

The three aspects of generalminmistry are theroles of
priest, prophet, and king. As priests, all Christians are
called to pray. As prophets, all Christians are called to
witness for Jesus through their words and actions. As
kings, all Christians are called to lead others as Jesus did,
through loving service. All Christians are called to witness
by example. The example of prayer, word and deed, and
loving service.

How has the love of Christians help you through times of
testing? How did these Christians express their love?
Jesus gave an example of God’s presence in the world. We
are to continue that example. The love Jesus givesus is the
same love we share with others. That love defines us and
motivatesus. It is the love that grows beyond words.
