God didn't 

make us to wallow in our self pity. We're better than that. 

Faith can be a good defense against those thoughts of limitation, even 

depression. Faith tells the world that God's in charge. He made us for 

himself. And we are his children. Evil and fatalism have no room in a life 

with God. 

 

Why are we better than the opinion the world has of us? We are better 

because God made us for himself. He is the eternal God, and he shares 

that gift of forever with us. Evil and fatalism cannot take that gift away 

from us.
